Getting to the Airport is as easy as hopping on your local transit bus.  You can get to the 

Airport by using one of TANK’s scheduled trips from downtown to the Airport.  TANK 

operates 20 trips in each direction (between the Aiprort and downtown) each weekday 

and 17 scheduled trips every Saturday and Sunday.   

 

Because the trips are on a set schedule, there is no waiting for your ride…it’s THE 

dependable way to get to the Airport to make your flight.  The price is right, too.  For just 

$1.25 each way, it’s the best ride in town.   

 

The ride from downtown to the Airport lasts 25 minutes.  Passengers can pick up the 

Airport 2X bus on Main St. at 4th in front of the Atrium Building.  The bus drops off at the 

Airport outside of Terminal 2.  TANK buses require exact payment to ride.  No change 

will be given.
